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The Former House of KOBAYAKAWA Umekichi

This farmhouse was originally built in the mountains of the upper part of the
Hidaka River. The main house faced south, and to the west of it was a shed. This
building is estimated to have been built in the latter half of the 18™ century.

Inside the house, a living room called OMOTE and a storage room called NANDO
are both floored with wooden boards, and an earth floor called DOMA lies between
the front door and the back door. This small two-roomed house characterizes the

typical architectural features of early farm houses.
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FRILEBHELEES
The Former House of TANIMURA Matsu

This farmhouse was originally built on a small terrace of the Arida River. The
main house and the shed faced north. The main building is estimated to have been
built in the latter half of the 18" century.

Inside the house, a living room called OMOTE, a kitchen-dining room called
DAIDOKORO, and a storage room called NANDO are floored with wooden boards.
The left side wall of the house was built up to the edge of the eaves, which made the
earth floor, called DOMA, larger. This three-roomed house characterizes the typical
architectural features of farmhouses, and it is a very valuable example of the

development of farmhouses around this area.
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Tools and a Japanese-style Boat for Shore Seine Fishing in Hidaka Area

As the coastline of the Kii Peninsula is deeply indented, shore seine fishing has
been conducted on the beaches of the bays and estuaries. Especially in the Hidaka
area, shore seine fishing has been one of the most popular methods of fishing, and the
research data in 1992 clarified that people in 14 places still conducted shore seine
fishing in the area.

Shore seine fishing is mainly conducted by two boats called AMIBUNE. They
encircle a school of fish with the seine fishing net, and then, haul their catch onto the
shore.

This Japanese-style boat ( materials: cedar, cypress, pain wood ) ( Size: 11.05m
X 2.24m X 0.9m ) was built by a fisherman in Ubuyu Hidaka Town in 1963. This

boat has many traditional aspects in its original form.

Wakayama Prefectural Board of Education
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Former House of the TANIYAMA Family

This house was originally built on the shore at Shiotsu, which was a very
important place for the shipping industry. The TANIYAMA family had been engaged
in the shipping industry and fishery at Shiotsu. The label on the ridge beam of this
house shows the ridge beam was raised in 1745 ( Kan-en 2).

The main building meets its warehouse at right angles. The fact that the
building materials used for the warehouse is older than those used for the main
building shows that the main building was rebuilt in 1945, and it was connected to
the warehouse which had already been built. The shape of the site on which the
main building is built is a trapezoid. Inside the main building, only a part of the
floor is covered with wooden boards; most of it is an earth floor called DOMA without
any ceiling boards. To prevent the strong wind from the sea, the entrance is made on
the side of the building, and the windows on the second floor have triple doors.

This house 1s a precious historical heritage site, because the house is a rather old

fisherman's house and furthermore the age of it is clear.

This house was handed over to Wakayama Prefecture, and, in 1969, it was
repaired and rebuilt in this park.

Wakayama Prefectural Board of Education
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Former House of the YANAGAWA Family

The YANAGAWA family has manufactured and made lacquer ware since the Edo
era. The family headship has passed down and each head of the family uses the
same name, Hirahyoubei. The 5™ generation of YANAGAWA was a village headman
and the present one is the 11" generation of YANAGAWA. This house was originally
built by the 4" generation of YANAGAWA in 1807 ( Bunka 4 ).

This house once was on Kawabata Street which was along an artificial moat, and
a harbor was in the bay on the west of the site. Inside the main house, a space called
TOORINIWA lies between the front door called OOTOGUCHI and the back door. On
the right side of TOORINIWA, there are 4 rooms with a reception room behind them,
which is a typical arrangement of the rooms in a merchant house. Two rooms, which
face the front, are called MISE and MISEOKU and the two rooms which face the back
are called DAIDOKORO and NANDO.

This merchant house is elaborately designed with good-quality materials, and is
in a good state of preservation. It is one of the most precious historical heritage sites
in Wakayama Prefecture.

This house was handed over to Wakayama Prefecture, and in 1969, it was
repaired and rebuilt in this museum.
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
